Tuition and Accommodation 
Fees are due at the point of entry to the University or enrolment when progressing to another year of study.

Full & Part Time Tuition fees 
Fees are billed annually and will increase each year.  Part time fees are NOT billed per module.  For more information on how you will be billed email the Accounts Receivable Team.  Accounts ReceivableTeam@cumbria.ac.uk
Further Information on Paying your Tuition and Accommodation
The following 3 options may be available to you

1. Tuition Fee Loan (Student Finance England)

Students including EU who have received notification of a tuition fee loan should notify finance at or following registration or enrolment. Tuition fee loans must be applied for annually. Due to the annual increase students may need to check the tuition fee amount prior to an application. Tuition fee loans are paid directly to the University by the Student Loan Company. 

2. Sponsorship of Tuition Fee

This is when an employer or organisation agrees to pay student fees

Students are required to provide the sponsors consent to pay. The following details must be given on the company letter head:

· Billing address

· Student name and address

· Student DOB

· Student UoC number (if known)

· Course year i.e. 2011/12

· Course name 

· Amount to pay 

Consent must be from an authorised company member and signed. The letter should be sent to Accounts Receivable Team, University of Cumbria, Bowerham Road, Lancaster, LA1 3JD
A sponsor letter must be provided for each course year inline with the annual billing.

An invoice will be issued to the sponsor and should be paid immediately.

3. Instalments

If you are not intending to apply for or are not eligible for a tuition fee loan, do not have a sponsor and are unable to pay your tuition fees in full you may be able to spread the cost in instalments. You must discuss this with a member of the finance team.  . 

It is the duty of the student to ensure that they have available sufficient funds to pay their fees.
Please make sure you are aware of your course fee amount prior to enrolment.

The University reserves the right to pursue students who do not pay their fees in the required time and will take the necessary action to recover all debts.

Accommodation can be paid in full prior to or on arrival. Payment in instalments can be arranged but must be agreed by a member of the finance team.

These dates are based on full time funded students. It is the responsibility of the student to notify the finance team if the dates are unsuitable.
Part time Students

Instalments dates may need to vary due to the course duration and start date.  Part time students should contact the finance team to discuss an alternative option.
Finance does reserve the right to refuse instalment dates which are deemed unsuitable.  
Students enrolling on a single course module are excluded from instalment terms. The fee must be paid in full at the beginning of the course. 

Students will need to have a credit/debit card available when arranging instalments with a member of the finance team.
Withdrawal/Intercalation/Transfer!
1. Withdrawal is when a student ends study without completing a course.

2. Intercalation is when a student stops study for a period of time with the intention of resuming study. 

3. Transfer is when a student transfers from one course to another.

Students considering withdrawing, intercalating or transferring course are advised to seek advice beforehand.  Often there are financial consequences which students do not anticipate. Students MUST speak to Learning Information and Student Services (LISS) and Accounts Receivable (Finance) for financial guidance.
