1. 2011/12 Entrants

· An arrangement to pay must be made with the Finance Team following your arrival at the University. You will need your UK bank account debit/credit card. 5. Sponsorship of Tuition Fee

Consent must be from an authorised company member and signed. The letter should be given to the billing team in the finance office, 1st floor Gateway Building, Bowerham Road, Lancaster, LA1 3JD.

A sponsor letter must be provided for each course year in line with the annual billing.

An invoice will be issued to the sponsor and must be paid immediately. 

If 75% of fees and accommodation are not paid at the point of registration/enrolment you will not be permitted to begin study and your place in university accommodation will be put at risk.
