Creativity in the Curriculum

Successful completion of the level 1 modules in the B.Ed. Creative Arts Theme 
4. Rationale

This level two module is the third of four in the creative arts theme. It builds on students’ knowledge of the nature of creativity and creative processes introduced at level 1. It is designed for B.Ed students who are aiming to specialise in the teaching of creative subjects in the curriculum. The notion whether curricula per se can be deemed creative or not will be explored through this level.
5. Aims

This level 2 module aims to draw on understanding of the nature of creativity and the knowledge of the lives of creative people and to analyse the features of current day curricula which are constructive or destructive to the promotion of creativity. Through practical experience of elements of the National Curriculum programmes of study it aims:

5.1. To develop knowledge of approaches designed to promote creativity

5.2. To develop a broad knowledge of curriculum requirements

5.3. To develop analytical and research skills

5.4. To develop awareness of and sensitivity towards other cultures

By the end of this module participants will be able to:

6.1. demonstrate a detailed knowledge of the UK creative arts curriculum for Key Stage one and two;

6.2. explain the effect of different teacher behaviours on the development of creativity

6.3. discuss different styles of learning

6.4. explain the contribution of creative arts to the development of thinking skills

6.5. evaluate different perspectives of effective creative development

6.6. analyse creative arts curricula and models of creative processes

8. Method of Learning and Teaching/Student Learning Component 

Initial workshops will introduce students to primary schemes of work in a range of subjects. Students will evaluate ways in which the curricula can be interpreted through practical workshops. They will be expected to carryout reading and internet searches between sessions and to reflect on their own experience. Students will then select a programme of study and apply analytical tools to produce a presentation which identifies elements which promote or curb creativity with reference to theory and curricula from other cultures. 

9. Methods of Assessment 

Students will work in groups to produce a presentation which synthesises illustrations of curriculum content introduced in the initial work shops with research into alternative curriculum content and methodology. Students will select a curriculum subject and create an illustrated presentation which demonstrates how creative intentions in curriculum documentation from more than one country can be realised or thwarted. 50% of the marks will be based on the group presentation and 50% on an individual  written analysis of the creative content of a contemporary curriculum. Learning outcomes 6.1-4  will be assessed through the presentation and 6.5-6 through the written analysis.
